The following lesson was taught in Children’s church this Sunday, Oct 11
MESSAGE: God glorified by protecting Judah

PASSAGE: 2 Kings 18: 1 —19: 37

PRINCIPLE: The LORD defends His people for glory of His name.

ASK YOUR CHILD: Israel had fallen to the Assyrians and were exiled because of their sins, just
as God had warned. Who attacked Judah? What was King Hezekiah known for? What
happened to Israel and why? What did Hezekiah do after he was told the words of the
Rabshakeh? How did Hezekiah pray? How did the LORD answer? What happened to the
Assyrian army? What happened to Sennacherib, the king of Assyria? What did this prove?

APPLY: What are some troubles you have faced or are facing now? Have you brought these
troubles to God in prayer? When you ask God for help in prayer, do you also remember to
praise and thank Him? Have you ever claimed credit for things that God has allowed you to
do? What are some other ways people express pride against God? Why is pride such a bad
idea?
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
