The following lesson was taught in Children’s church this Sunday, Oct 18, 2020.
MESSAGE: God punishes Judah

PASSAGE: 2 Kings 21: 1-18 — 24:1-25:30

PRINCIPLE: The LORD hates and punishes sinners.

ASK YOUR CHILD: God’s judgment against Judah proves that mankind is thoroughly sinful.
But there is hope. What sins did Manasseh commit? What does Manasseh’s idolatry show us
about the worship of idols? Was Manasseh the only one who sinned? Who did God send to
destroy Judah? Why did God destroy Judah? What does Judah’s punishment show us about
God? What did Judah suffer, lose, and leave when God punished them?

APPLY: What might you be valuing more than God? Why do people continue to prioritize
other things above God, even though it is so pointless and wicked? Much suffering comes
directly from sin. But what other explanation do people give for their trouble? What are
some wrong solutions people try in order to fix problems caused by sin? Nothing can cancel
God’s promises. Not even your sin! What does this teach you about God? How does the story
of Jerusalem’s fall show God’s faithfulness both to punish and to bless?
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
