The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, Nov 1
MESSAGE: God uses Esther to protect His people

PASSAGE: Esther 1:1 —10:3

PRINCIPLE: God is protecting His people even when it doesn’t seem like He is.

ASK YOUR CHILD: The Jews were living as exiles in a foreign, unbelieving land. During this
time, God was still present to protect His people. What beautiful Jewish orphan became
gueen of Persia? Who was the wicked man who tried to kill all the Jews? How did God
prepare to protect His people Israel? How did Mordecai persuade Esther to speak up for her
people? Esther trusted God, but she also uses wisdom. How did Esther behave cleverly? How
was Haman'’s evil plan stopped? How did God turn the disaster for the Jews into blessing?
What is Purim?

APPLY: How are Christians in your country like the Jews in pagan Persia? What are your
culture and your rulers like? Is God still in control? Why is there really no such thing as a
“coincidence” (something that seems to happen at random, by chance)?
