Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, Dec 13
MESSAGE: The Son of Man is born in Bethlehem

PASSAGE: Luke 2: 1-20

PRINCIPLE: Jesus was born to save people like us.

ASK YOUR CHILD: Jesus’ birth was both lowly and exalted. He was born to ordinary parents in
an animal shelter in a tiny town in an obscure part of the Roman Empire. Where was Jesus
born? Who was emperor and was governor when Joseph and Mary went to Bethlehem? Why
does it matter who the rulers were? Was Jesus born in a nice place? Why was Jesus’ birth
announced to Shepherds? What did the angel say Jesus came to do? What did the shepherds
do afterward?

APPLY: How was Jesus’ birth different from all other human births? What kind of peace does
Jesus bring? What kind of people were shepherds? How was Jesus like the shepherds? What
do shepherds do for their sheep? Why is “humility” a good word to describe Jesus’ birth?
When life is hard, what can you remember to help you resist temptation (or repent quickly
when you do sin)?
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
