Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, Dec 27
MESSAGE: The Son of Man is identified in the temple

PASSAGE: Luke 2: 39-52

PRINCIPLE: Jesus’ childhood shows that He is the human Savior

ASK YOUR CHILD: As Luke’s account of Jesus’ birth draws to an end, he provides one final
witness: the testimony of young Jesus. What did Jesus do with His family in Jerusalem? What
was Jesus doing in the temple after His parents left? Why did Jesus say He stayed in the
temple? When Jesus went home, how did His behavior show that He was worthy to be
Savior? What does Jesus’ childhood show us about Him? Why did Jesus have to be a human?

APPLY: Jesus had to learn as a child, just like you. How does this encourage you to be faithful
in your studies? Do you desire to grow in wisdom like Jesus? Do you study God’s word
carefully and ask your parents lots of questions about God’s word? Do you ever think you
know better than your parents? Jesus was more perfect than His parents were, but He still
obeyed them. Shouldn’t you? What if Jesus had not obeyed? Could He have become your
Savior? Are you thankful that Jesus perfectly obeyed on your behalf?
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
