Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, Feb 7
MESSAGE: John baptizes Jesus

PASSAGE: Matthew 3: 13-17

PRINCIPLE: Jesus is the promised Messiah

ASK YOUR CHILD: While John was baptizing, Jesus came to be baptized too. But His baptism
was different than the others.

What was John’s baptism for? Did Jesus have sin? Why did Jesus say he wanted to be baptized?
What is the purpose of Jesus’ baptism? How was Jesus’ baptism different from others? What does
“trinity” mean? How do you see it at Jesus’ baptism? How did the Holy Spirit show that Jesus is the
Messiah? How did the Father show that Jesus is the Messiah? Why does the Father love the Son so
much?

APPLY: When do you take a shower? When you are clean or dirty? Have you seen someone get
baptized? Did they explain why they were getting baptized? When you see Jesus’ perfect obedience
to His Father, how should you respond? List some tools that different kinds of jobs need (doctors,
firefighters, police officers, etc.). Would you trust any of them to help you if they had none of the
tools their job requires? Why can you trust Jesus to do His job as the Messiah? Do you trust Him?
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
