Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, Feb 28

MESSAGE: Jesus commends the Centurion’s faith

PASSAGE: Matthew 8: 5-13

PRINCIPLE: Because Jesus has all authority, only those who come to Him by faith are saved.
ASK YOUR CHILD: A Gentile centurion asked Jesus to heal his slave, and Jesus agreed to do it.

What was the centurion like to the Jews and to his slave? Why did the centurion not want
Jesus to come into his home? What did the centurion call Jesus? To what did the centurion
compare Jesus’ authority? How did Jesus react to the centurion’s faith? According to Jesus,
who will be with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the kingdom of God? And who would not enter
the kingdom of God? What makes the difference between one who enters and one who does
not?

APPLY: Do your words and actions show concern and care for others, or are you concerned
only for yourself? Does going to church guarantee entrance into God’s kingdom? Will you get
into heaven just because your parents are Christians? Do you know anyone with faith like the
centurion’s? Why do you think their faith is so strong?
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
