The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, April 11

MESSAGE: Jesus teaches the parable of the soil

PASSAGE: Mark 4: 1-20

PRINCIPLE: Entering the kingdom of God depends on how you receive the word of God.
ASK YOUR CHILD:

What did Jesus call the crowd to do several times? What is a parable? What was the first soil,
and what did it represent? What was the second soil, and what did it represent? What was
the third soil, and what did it represent? What was the fourth soil, and what did it represent?
What is the main point of this parable?

APPLY: Is it possible to know a lot about God and God’s word, but still not truly know God?
Why is it so dangerous to hear truth from the Bible but not take it to heart? Have you ever
planted a flower or a garden plant? How does the soil quality affect plant growth? What kind
of “soil” is in your heart? Can you think of a time this week when you didn’t want to listen to
your parents? What kind of soil was your heart like?
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
