Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, May 9
MESSAGE: Jesus walks on water

PASSAGE: Matthew 14: 23-33

PRINCIPLE: Jesus is God present with us.

ASK YOUR CHILD:

What does “Immanuel” mean? Why did Jesus pray? How long were the disciples on the lake?
When the disciples saw Jesus, what did they think He was? What did Jesus say to them? How
did Peter show his faith in Jesus? When did Peter start sinking? Who did the disciples say
Jesus is, and what did they do?

APPLY: When you obey God, why do you do it? Because you have to? To avoid punishment?
Or because you love Him so much you want to do what He loves? What are you afraid of?
Why do you not need to be afraid when God is with you? Put yourself in Peter’s position.
What kind of faith did it take to get out of the boat in the midst of the wind and waves? What
blessings are there in God’s presence? What trouble is there away from God?
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
