The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, May 23
MESSAGE: Jesus is gloriously transfigured

PASSAGE: Luke 9: 27-36

PRINCIPLE: Jesus is the King of Glory.

ASK YOUR CHILD:

Who did Jesus take with Him to the mountain? When Jesus changed, what did He look like?
What did the light pouring out of Jesus show about Him? Who appeared with Jesus? Why did
Peter want to build shelters? What did God the Father say out of the cloud? Why did God the
Father tell the disciples to listen to Jesus?

APPLY: What is the brightest light you have ever seen? Why do you think God’s glory shines
like light? As the Son of God, how is Jesus like His Father? We choose to sin when Jesus does
not appear glorious to us. In order to live a pure and faithful life, what can you do to see

Jesus’ glory more every day?
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
