PASSAGE: Mark 12: 1-12

tenants have respected the son? What would God do to the leaders when they killed Jesus?
After the parable, how did Jesus prove He is the Messiah? How was Jesus like the stone
rejected by the builders? How is the cornerstone both a blessing and a curse?

APPLY: How do you respond when confronted with your sin? Is your life built on Jesus? List
some of your habits that need to change in order to be in line with Jesus the Cornerstone.
How has God blessed you? Do you use those blessings to please yourself or to please Him?
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
