Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, Oct 10
MESSAGE: The Gentiles receive the gospel

PASSAGE: Acts 10: 1 —11:18

PRINCIPLE: God saves people who seek Him from every nation.

ASK YOUR CHILD:

Why did God notice Cornelius and his family? What did Jesus show Peter to prepare him to go
to Gentiles? What did Jesus say about the vision? What did the Spirit say this meant? How
did Peter define the gospel? Why did the Spirit cause the Gentiles to speak in other
languages? Why did Peter have them all baptized?

APPLY: If you have repented, describe how God prepared your heart for salvation. If not,
what kind of heart must you have in order to be saved? Do you rejoice that Jesus is Lord of
all? Why is that such good news? Can someone be saved without gladly accepting Jesus as
Lord? How is salvation like a gift? If you add works to grace, is it still grace? Since salvation is
a gift, how does it affect the way you live now?
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
