Generations of Grace:

The following lesson was taught in children’s church this Sunday, Mar 24, 2024
MESSAGE: Jesus endures the cross

PASSAGE: Mark 15:16-47

PRINCIPLE: Jesus died to save sinners.

ASK YOUR CHILD: What kind of people were crucified? What did the chief priests say to make fun of
Jesus? What did all the mockery prove about Jesus? What did Jesus say while He was on the cross?
What did the centurion notice that was strange about Jesus’ death? What happened in the temple
when Jesus died? Who stayed with Jesus as He died and was buried? How did Joseph of Arimathea
honor Jesus?

APPLY: How does Jesus’ inability to carry the beam of His cross show that He is fully human? Why
did Jesus not save Himself? Take time to praise and thank Jesus for obeying even when He was
humiliated. If He has done that for you, how can you live for Him? How do you respond to Jesus’
death for sins? Would your friends say that His death is an important part of your life, or is it
something you treat lightly? Jesus died on the cross, but His enemies did not defeat Him. How is the
cross actually a symbol of victory? How does the cross provide access to God? Do you value this
access? Do you often come to God in prayer on the basis of Jesus’ death?
